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John Baptist de La Salle was born to a
wealthy family in France—but he was so
moved by the plight of the poor that he
resolved to dedicate his talents and
advanced education towards the service of
children “who were often left to themselves
and were badly brought up.”

He then formed the community that
became known as the Brothers of the
Christian Schools. He went on to establish
training colleges for teachers, reform
schools for delinquents, technical schools, as
well as secondary schools for modern

Pierre Romançon was born to a poor
peasant family in Auvergne, France. At
an early age, he became a tutor of
prayers to his playmates. He felt a
strong desire to be a Lasallian Brother
and assumed the name Benilde when he
became a follower of John Baptist de
La Salle.

He loved teaching children and spent
forty years in the classroom. He
became distinguished for his devotion
to educating students from all walks of
life—going as far as to learn sign
language to teach a deaf-mute boy
catechism in order to make it possible
for the latter to receive Holy
Communion.

languages, arts and sciences. His work
quickly spread through France and
continued to spread across the globe after
his death.

In 1900, John Baptist de La Salle was
declared a Saint. In 1950, in recognition of
his exemplary life and inspirational writings,
he was made patron saint of all those who
work in the field of education. His legacy
lives on today, as the De La Salle Brothers—
assisted by more than 73,000 lay
colleagues—teach over 900,000 students in
80 countries.

An embodiment of Lasallian spirituality ,
Benilde Romançon worked hard to
enrich the quality of fraternal unity
among the Brothers through prayer,
song and music. And, in 1928, he was
declared a Saint. In recognition of his
achievements, Pope Pius XI said,
“Sanctity does not consist in doing
extraordinary things, but in doing
ordinary things extraordinarily well.”

Indeed, Benilde Romançon’s selfless
devotion to education encouraged many
young men to the priesthood and
religious life, and he became known as
the patron saint of vocations.

In 1980, De La Salle-College of Saint Benilde (DLS-CSB) started as the
Career Development Program (CDP), an evening school for working
students of De La Salle University-Manila (DLSU-M). It offered
degree programs in Bachelor of Science in Business Administration
major in Business Management and Marketing Management.

In 1984, CDP’s Preparatory Studies Department (PSD) was established.
It was created specifically to help students with college preparedness
and teach them how to cope with the academic requirements in
subsequent degree-oriented courses in regular colleges.

In 1985, CDP was renamed as the Community College. Then, in
1987, PSD was replaced with the Arts and Business Studies Area
(ABSA), which offered courses in Bachelor of Arts in Human
Resource Management and a Bachelor of Science degree in
Business Administration, major in Computer Applications for
regular students. A pre-baccalaureate program—which focused on
providing students competencies in preparation for college
education—was also being offered under the Educational
Development Department (EDD). The EDD was later renamed to
the General Studies Program.

With the establishment of the De La Salle University System in
1988, CDP was renamed as the De La Salle University-College of
Saint Benilde. As part of its expansion, the College moved to its
new campus at 2544 Taft Avenue, Manila in January 1989. Aside
from the CDP, the College also offered programs under the Arts
and Business Studies Department (ABSD).

The College began conducting its own admissions process in 1993
and reached full autonomy in 1994. Its first commencement
exercise independent from DLSU-M was held in 1997.

By 1999, the College inaugurated its second campus along Arellano
Avenue corner Estrada Street: the Angelo King International Center
(AKIC), which houses the School of Hotel, Restaurant and
Institution Management and the CSB Hotel.

As SDA scholars, you may enroll in any SDA
degree program, except for Bachelor of
Performing Arts major in Dance or Bachelor of
Science in Interior Design. You are given full
tuition and fees waiver .

Honors Scholarship
The Honors Scholarship is awarded to freshman
applicants who are in the top ten of their class from
selected public high schools.

As recipients of the Honors Scholarship, you may
enroll in any of our degree programs.

As PSID grantees, you must enroll in the BS-InD program. You
are entitled to full tuition and fees waiver or partial tuition and
fees discount.

Benildean Hope Scholarship (BHS)
The BHS is offered to freshman applicants who belong to special
populations (e.g. street children or youth from indigenous populations)
and are under the care of and endorsed by non-government
organizations (NGOs) or indigenous communities identified and
recognized by the College.

To apply, you must submit a completed Grants Application Form (GAF)
together with the required documents.

As BHS scholars, you may enroll in any of our degree programs. You are
entitled to full tuition and fees waiver; subsidized graduation,
recollection and retreat fees; and employment as student assistants in
a school/office of the College.

Financial Assistance Grants
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Blessed Arnould Study Assistance
Program (BASAP)

The BASAP is available to freshman applicants and transferees who
are applying to the Bachelor of Science in Business Administration
major in Business Management (BSBA-BM) or Marketing Management
(BSBA-MM) programs. Applicants must be highly motivated, low-
income working individuals (earning not more than P hP200,000 per
annum), who are at least 19 years old, and have not earned a
diploma in any degree program. You may apply for this program from
mid-September to mid-December.

To apply, you must submit a completed Grants Application Form
(GAF) together with the required documents. You may apply for this
program from mid-September to mid-December .

As BASAP grantees, you may enroll BSBA-BM or BSBA-MM. You are
entitled to full tuition and fees waiver; loan privileges; subsidized
graduation, recollection, and retreat fees; and employment as
student assistant in a school/office of the College.

School of Deaf Education and Applied
Studies (SDEAS) Grant

The SDEAS Grant is awarded to freshman applicants who are applying
to the Bachelor of Applied Deaf Studies (BAPDST) program.
Applicants must be Deaf high school graduates in need of financial
support for tertiary level education. You may apply for this grant
from March to April after you receive an acceptance letter from the
Admissions Center. You must submit a completed Grants Application
Form (GAF) together with the required documents.

As Deaf grantees, you must enroll in the BAPDST program. You are
given full tuition and fees waiver or partial tuition and fees discount;
and subsidized graduation, recollection and retreat fees.

Students on Financial Assistance
(SOFA) Grant

need of financial assistance to pursue their tertiary level education.

Faculty and Learning
Environment

To ensure the timeliness and relevance of our curriculum, we
employ industry-based experts and practitioners, as well as
professors and instructors trained in the P hilippines and abroad.

Linkages with industry ,
government agencies, research- and cultural organizations
provide you with exposure to other practitioners in the field.

Our learning environment is founded on the belief that each
student is unique and endowed by God with talents and gifts
that should be understood, appreciated and nurtured. In such
an environment, you develop an appreciation and respect for
your own talents and gifts as well as the talents and gifts of
others.

To nurture these talents and gifts, faculty members are oriented
and encouraged to practice learner-centered teaching
methodologies and responsive student activities and services
through the regular seminars and trainings facilitated by the
Center of Learner-Centered Instruction and R esearch (CLCIR).
Believing further that technology is a medium through which
knowledge is transmitted, we support the development of
computer-aided instruction and equips teachers and students with
updated learning resources.
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Campuses and
Facilities
De La Salle-College of Saint Benilde  is
located along major thoroughfares in Manila
and is easily accessible by both public and
private transportation. It is approximately
one kilometer away from the Cultural Center
Complex and four kilometers away from
Manila City Hall and adjacent government
buildings.

The College has three campuses. The Taft
campus has four buildings that stretch from
Taft Avenue all the way to the next parallel
street, Leon Guinto. The four buildings house
fully air-conditioned rooms; two libraries; a
theater; a gym; a promenade area with an
open basketball court; chapel; workshops and
laboratories; conference rooms; a clinic; and
case-and audiovisual rooms.
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The School of Hotel, Restaurant and Institution Management
(SHRIM) is housed at the Angelo King International Center (or
AKIC) campus, located at the corner of Estrada Street and Arellano
Avenue, two blocks away from the Taft campus. The twelve-storey
hotel-school houses fully air-conditioned lecture rooms; a
demonstration kitchen; institutional hot, cold and baking/pastry
kitchens with adequate cold/dry storage areas; a demonstration
bar; basic food laboratories; computer laboratories; a nutritional
laboratory; a multimedia room; a conference room; clinic; prayer
room; service and passenger elevators; and locker/shower-
comfort rooms.

Sharing the space at AKIC is the four-star CSB Hotel , the
International Conference Center of DLS-CSB. The Hotel has forty-
six guest rooms and five dormitory type rooms; a cafeteria; a fine
dining restaurant and lobby lounge; conference rooms; and a
restaurant at the roof deck.
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The third campus, the School of Design and Arts (or SDA) campus,
located along P. Ocampo (formerly V ito Cruz) Street, about 350 meters
from the Taft campus. The SDA campus is a fourteen-storey edifice that
boasts state-of-the-art architectural design. The building has its own
theater; contemporary art museum; laboratories for each of the design
and arts programs; library; plus a four-storey parking lot. The building’ s
design features wide spaces for corridors which are meant to double as
exhibit areas and tilted classroom walls to maximize the effect of sound.
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Other DLS-CSB properties include
Blessed Br. Jaime Hilario Hall , the
College retreat house, just off
Dominga Street. Right beside
Hilario Hall is Blessed Br. Scubilion
Hall , a residence hall for student
athletes.

The Solomon Guest House, on
C. Ayala Street (perpendicular to

Arellano Ave.), features a
restaurant and guest rooms

managed by SHRIM practicum
students.
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By Car

You may take the following routes:
· From Quezon City and Caloocan City, you can take the route through

Quezon Avenue to Quiapo to Taft Avenue, or E. Rodriguez to

By LRT Line 1/Metrorail (Y ellow Line)

The Taft campus is right in front of the LR T Line 1 Vito Cruz Station, which
stretches the length of Baclaran in the South to Monumento in the North,
passing through a total of eighteen stations. Each ride is priced at P hP12 to
PhP15, depending on how far your station is from V ito Cruz. Stored value
tickets are available for P hP100.

By MRT Line 2/Megatren (Purple Line)

The MRT Line 2 travels the length of Santolan in Quezon City to R ecto in
Manila, passing through a total of eleven stations. Fare ranges from P hP12
to PhP15. The MRT Line 2 Recto Station is connected to the LR T Line 1
Doroteo Jose Station. Stored value tickets are available for P hP100.
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By MRT Line 3/Metrostar (Blue Line)

The MRT Line 3 travels the length of EDSA from North Avenue in Quezon
City to Taft Avenue in Pasay City, passing through thirteen stations. Fare
ranges from PhP12 to PhP15. The MRT Line 3 Taft Avenue Station is
connected to the LRT Line 1 EDSA Station. Stored value tickets are
available for PhP100.
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By Bus

You can take the bus headed towards Quiapo via Taft Avenue at Ayala
Avenue in Makati City. If you are coming from Laguna
(San Pedro, Biñan, or Calamba), there are buses that ply the South
Luzon Expressway route up to the vicinity of the College.

By FX Taxis

· Coming from the North, ride FX taxis headed towards Taft Avenue, P.
Ocampo Street (Vito Cruz) or Buendia.

· Coming from the South, any FX will drive past DLS-CSB, including
those headed towards Monumento, Cubao or Fairview-Philcoa. Ask the
FX driver headed towards Quiapo or Divisoria whether the route will
pass by Taft-CSB instead of Roxas Boulevard.

By Jeepney

· From Roxas Boulevard, you can take the orange jeepney from the

Cultural Center of the P hilippines to the Rizal Memorial Sports
Complex, which is walking distance from the Taft campus.

· From Makati, you can take the jeepneys along P. Ocampo Street going
to Paco that will unload passengers at the corner of Leon Guinto and
Estrada Streets.
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Learning Resource Center

The Br. Fidelis Leddy Learning Resource Center (LRC) is
a place where students, faculty and researchers can
stay for serious study. It houses multimedia resources—
from conventional printed materials, to other forms of
storage media, such as audio/video tapes,
transparencies, compact discs, and electronic/online
databases. The LRC provides informational,
instructional, and recreational resources for the
enhancement of teaching and learning experiences in
the classrooms, as well as for other members of the
Benildean community.

The Library currently has four separate facilities: two
at the Taft campus (LRC-Main and the LRC-Extension),
one at the AKIC campus and another at the SDA
campus. All these areas are also Wi-Fi enabled.

The LRC-Main on the second floor of Saint Mutien
Marie Building houses the audiovisual services room,
audio-video viewing area, periodical collection,
photograph collection, map collection, thesis print/CD
collection, microfilm collection, a special collection
area (for AV materials), as well as a memorabilia
collection and a faculty corner . The LRC has separate
areas for the CD-Station and computer units for the
use of its online databases.

It
houses the entire book collection, a faculty corner , the
periodical section, the computer units with access to online
databases and the Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC) There
are also printers available.

The LRC at the 10th floor of Angelo King International Center
(AKIC) accommodates the book collection for the School of
Hotel, Restaurant and Institution Management (SHRIM). The
facility has its own set of periodicals, AV materials and
equipment, computer units with internet facilities to access
online databases and the OPAC.

Each year, the LRC acquires new resources and upgrades equipment for the use of
students. You can avail of a collection (as of June 2008) of over 106,000 book
titles, more than 300 periodical titles (in print/electronic/microfilm formats), 157
titles (19,138 vols.) of transparency-based library materials, almost 6,000 CD-ROM
titles, about 5,000 VHS and audio tape titles, and over 2,600 audio CD, DVD, LD,
and VCD titles. These materials can be checked via the Web-based OPAC, which
can be accessed at anytime by the users, whether they are within school premises
or elsewhere.

The College has been subscribing to an online electronic journal called P roQuest
5000 International since August 2001. It has more than 29 databases containing
almost 16,000 journals. Articles in these journals are available in full text, text
and graphics, page image, and abstract/summary format. This educational
research tool can be accessed through computers in the LRC, offices inside the
College and elsewhere.
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The College is also subscribed to the following online databases and
journals: Global Market International Databases (GMID), Ovid
PsycArticles Databases, Emerald Databases, Project MUSE, Credo
Reference, HW Wilson Omnifile Full Text Select, Cambridge Journals
Online, Virtual Learning Resource Centre - Ashridge, ABC-CLIO History
Reference Online, Journal of The Deaf Studies and Deaf Education and
Ebrary, a database for eBook. 

You may visit and make use of the LRC on Mondays to Fridays from
8:00am to 9:00pm, and Saturdays from 8:00am to 4:00pm. You can check
the availability of all materials through computers in the LRC, offices
inside the College and at home through the DLS-CSB dial-up system.
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Computer Labor atories and
Internet Access

DLS-CSB has available computer laboratories for students who
need to use a computer while on campus for Internet access or to
work on projects and assignments. The Taft and AKIC campuses
have a total of sixteen computer labs, two I-Nooks, and one
computer laboratory for the exclusive use of Deaf students.

At the Taft campus, you may avail of the computer laboratories
located at the Duerr and Benilde buildings, except during hours
when they are used to conduct classes. For internet browsing and
access, you may use the I-nook at the ground floor of Duerr .

The PENLab, which is next door to the I-Nook, including the PEN-
MLC located at the fifth floor of the Duerr building is exclusively
for the use of Deaf students. The Brother Miguel Multimedia
Workstations (BMMW) on the second floor of the Duerr building is
for the exclusive use of faculty members and staff.

At the AKIC campus, computer laboratories and the I-nook are located
at the eighth floor . On the other hand, the SDA campus has fifteen
multimedia laboratories located at the tenth and eleventh floor .

The College is also Wi-Fi enabled. You can access the Internet using
your own laptop. If your laptop or computer is not W i-Fi ready, you
may borrow a Wi-Fi PC card from the Academic and Communications
Technologies Center (ACTC).
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De La Salle-College of Saint Benilde believes that awareness of
environmental concerns, service to the community , and concern for the
common good are integral parts of education, and so are honesty ,
integrity , and meritocracy: components of personal strength that are
necessary for success.

To this end, the College provides you and your fellow students with
services and opportunities to help you achieve your full potential through
personal and professional growth and development.

Student Services

Career and Placement Office
(CPO)

CPO provides Benildean
students and alumni with career
information and developmental
programs that are geared to

develop personal, interpersonal,
educational, and vocational skills

needed to enter and advance in their careers.
You can avail of job preparation and placement
services to facilitate your entry into
professional life.

CPO helps you secure on-the-job training and
practicum programs with industry linkages.
You can also participate and attend the job
fair conducted by the office every first and
third term of the year .

Center for Counseling Serv ices (CCS)

CCS provides for your counseling and therapy in terms of personal
or professional adjustment, life skills training, and promoting
healthy growth and development. Counselors are assigned to
particular students based on degree programs and to special
student populations.

You can avail of individual and group counseling and psychotherapy ,
crisis intervention and emergency services, personal development
programs and family life enhancement among others. There are also
programs for special interest groups, such as student artists, foreign
students, and children of overseas Filipino workers. You can also join
training programs and seminar workshops in family skills, stress
management, effective study habits, handling test anxiety , anger
management and other life-skill training programs.

CCS also publishes pamphlets and handouts containing tips and
information on various issues relevant to the needs and interests of
both students and parents.

Foreign Students Unit (FSU)

The FSU provides information and gives support to foreign
students in order to foster and facilitate international and cross-
cultural experiences. In partnership with other offices and
departments, the FSU provides you with tutorial classes for English
and Filipino, counseling, assistance for visa renewal and social
activities .

Lasallian Ministry Office (LMO)

The LMO is in charge of the spiritual formation of the Benildean
community. You can attend the daily lunch-time masses at the
Chapel of the Resurrection in the Taft campus, Chapel of the Lady of
the Star in the AKIC campus and the chapel at the SDA Campus
mezzanine. It also conducts the retreats and recollections for
students, staff and faculty .
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Office of Culture and Arts (OCA)

The OCA is a formation office for Benildean artists who are life-long
learners committed to the pursuit of artistic growth and innovation,
seeking to uplift Filipino culture in the College through the promotion
of social change. It currently has three artist groups that you can
join: Dulaang Filipino, Coro San Benildo, and St. Benilde Romançon
Dance Company.

Office for Deaf Esteem and
Formation (O-DEAF)

The O-DEAF provides particular student services for Deaf students
enrolled in SDEAS. Some of these services are guidance and
counseling, Lasallian ministry, sports, performing arts, student
leadership, and social action involvement. O-DEAF also collaborates
with the rest of the student services units for programs and
seminars that will develop and strengthen personal and professional
growth of Deaf and hearing members of the community through
interaction, partnership and encounters.

Safety and Security Unit (SSU)

The SSU provides for the safety and security of all members of the Benildean
community. For the safety and security of all members of the Benildean
community, the entry and exit of students, employees, guests and equipment
to and from the campuses are strictly monitored.

The College is also a member and partner of Task Force Safe School. A
project of DLS-CSB with the Western Police District (WPD) Malate Police
Station, De La Salle University-Manila, and St. Scholastica’s College, it aims
to keep the vicinities of the schools involved safe and secure, especially
from crimes and criminal elements.

Social Action Office (SAO)

The SAO provides venues for the Benildean community to actualize social
responsibility and serves as a support system for community development.
You can join their activities and projects, which aim to heighten your
awareness and involvement in social, political and economic concerns, as
well as community development.

Every summer, SAO facilitates the Summer of Service program, which
provides you, as well as other members of the Benildean community , the
opportunity to render direct community service work at the grassroots level
and in provincial partner communities.
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Sports Development Office (SDO)

The SDO provides a support system that addresses the athletes’ various
needs and concerns. As an athlete, you are privileged to go through a skills
development program. Likewise, a corresponding academic monitoring
system shall be in place. You shall also be provided a medical screening
program that includes a counseling session with a College counselor.

Student Publications Office (SPO)

The SPO produces the official student publications of the College. If
you are interested in publication-related activities and training, you
can join the SPO and help produce the monthly newsletter , folios,
magazines, yearbook and other student publications for campus
circulation.

Student Learning Center (SLC)

The SLC provides free tutorial services administered by volunteer
faculty and peer tutors to individuals and small groups of students.

The CGPA
shall be converted to the DLS-CSB grading system during pre-application
stage. Failure to meet the CGPA cut-off disqualifies the applicant from
earning course credits. Graduates of the P hilippine School of Interior
Design (PSID) are given reconsideration for application to the Bachelor of
Science in Interior Design program.
